As a professor of chemistry at North Dakota Agricultural College (now NDSU), Edwin R. Ladd became noted for his work in the area of food adulteration and the pure food laws. He was appointed State Food Commissioner, and through his efforts, the North Dakota legislature passed several bills requiring truthful labeling and prohibiting food suppliers from adulterating food products by adding chemicals or ingredients that would make the products impure. 

The following photos 1987.137, 1972.3.4, 1982.10.5, 1973.3.2 are of food products sold to North Dakotans during the time Edwin Ladd advocated for disclosure of products added to foods.
